The approval plate shouldfismilar dimensions to the DoTaRS
Compliance Plate Approval (CPA) plate/label (ttsaipproximately 100 mm x 50 mm) and
which contain the following information:

- Manufacturer or trade name or mark of the frontarneh protection vehicle, or front
underrun protection device or vehicle in the cdsgabin strength, or protrusion as
appropriate;

- In the case of front underrun protection deviceratrusion, the make of the vehicle or
vehicles and the model or models of vehicle, thragmnent or device has been certified
to fit;

- Competent entity unique identification number;

- In the case of a front underrun protection devicprotrusion, the approval number
issued by the competent entity;

- Purpose of the approval, for example, approvaafyont underrun protection device, or
for a front underrun protection vehicle, or for wabtrength, or for the protrusion, if
fitted, is compatible with the vehicles compliana® a front underrun protection vehicle,
or other words or markings with an equivalent megnand

- A statement that the vehicle was manufactured maptp with ADR 80/01 or a later
version.

"Competent entity" means a CPA holder of heavy vehicle manufacturirg gerson or
organisation appointed by an Australian Road Autioand issued with a unique
identification number, to certify that the requirembs for front underrun protection and
cabin strength have been met, and continue to bheame who may authorise the fixing of
approval plates to a FUPD and a vehicle. In the odst CPA holder the unique
identification number may be the DoTaRS road dediifon license number.

"CPA" means compliance plate approval (indicated byittieg of a compliance plate by
the vehicle manufacturer).

"DoTaRS' means the Department of Transport and Regionai&@s.

"Front Underrun Protection Vehicle" means a vehicle that complies with UN ECE
Regulation No 93 (UN ECE R93).

"Front Underrun Protection Device" means a device fitted to a vehicle that has been
tested in accordance with UN ECE R93 and compliés tive requirements of UN ECE R93
or where approval has been granted by an "E-maskied in accordance with UN ECE R93.

"E-mark” means an approval mark arranged and issued imdartze with Annex 4
"Arrangement of Approval Marks" of UN ECE Regulati®3.

"Protrusions" means a fitting such as 'bull bars) roo-barsfiga-bars etc and it does not
include driving lights, fog lights, running lightaerials etc.
